If there were 35 winners missing and 35 losers missing then I could perhaps understand that there might be some other explanation that might account for why VB and VT show all the tips but GOU does not. But actually its 65 losers and 3 winners. How is anyone not meant to believe that this just a deliberate attempt to cheat? Someone has even said as much on VT's forum back in May. With all the bets counted as VT and VB do, GOU trades at a loss. With the losses taken out as GOU have down, the record shows a healthy profit. But that profit is just fake. Both VT and VB have told me their versions should be considered the CORRECT versions, so what have you got to say about that?
 

The missing bets are attached. They come from VB but you can see exactly the same at VT if you can be bothered. There are others, but this is just from the period 14th March to 21st November 2011. You can look at VT and VB and se for yourself.
